Rules, Regulations and Ramblings

1. Middlesex County A.C. (MCAC) will run the Foto-Jen I.C. Fun Run on Sunday 5th September 2010. The event is open to all members of Middlesex County A.C., Nat West Bank MC, Hants and Berks MC, Oxford Motor Club and London Irish Motor Club. Day Membership of MCAC will be available subject to a fee of £2.50 per person. A minimum of one person in each car needs to be a member of one of the above clubs. Additional clubs may be invited, as published in any final instructions.
2. MSA permit no 60153 has been issued.
3. The event will take place wholly on OS Map 175. The start will be in the car park at Pinckney’s Green (Ref 854½816) at 12.00pm. The finish will be at White Mark Farm, near Christmas Common, and will open at 4.00pm. A barbeque and games will follow the event.

4. Entries will open with publication of these regulations, and will close at 12.15 on Sunday 5th September. Entries received by carrier pigeon or in Greek will be ignored. Entries received after the closing date may still be charged for.
5. Equipment required:
OS Map 175, (Edition C2 or later recommended) Pencil(s), Pens, Car, Fuel, Eyes (The more the better) and Sense of humour (warped).

Camera’s are welcome to record the fun and chaos for future generations.

6. The location of clues will be found mainly by a series of photographs taken at points on the map. Other methods of identifying clue locations may be used. Crews will be required to locate the site of the photograph by a simple search, travel to that location and find the required answer. Points will be awarded based on the difficulty of finding the location and the difficulty in finding the answer. Incorrect (But humorous answers) may be awarded bonus points by the organiser. Crews will not be required to visit more than ¾’s of the locations.
7. A scavenge list may be appended to the list of questions. Items are to be collected during the course of the event and handed in at the finish. All items must be removed at the end of the event by the team submitting them, with the exception of alcohol, chocolate and money which the organiser welcomes as bribery if in substantial amounts. Points for the scavenge list will be determined by rule 19.
8. The standard entry fee for the event is £12.50. This includes entry and Barbeque tickets for the driver and navigator. Additional barbeque meals are available at £4.50 per adult or £2.50 per child (aged 5 to 13).

Awards to non MCAC members shall be at an MCAC club night on a date to be agreed.
12. Entrants will be required to sign a declaration that their car meets minimum requirements for the public highway (MOT, Insurance, Road Tax). Entrants should ensure their insurance covers them for the event. 

13. the number 13 is considered unlucky for some – so I’ve followed tradition and removed it from the regs. 
14. Entrants taking advantage of the day membership who subsequently join MCAC within 6 weeks will have their £2.50 deducted from their membership fee. 

15. No acknowledgement of entries will be sent out – We’re trying to save paper!
16. Cars containing a crew member under the age of 10 are allowed the use of GPS navigation devices. No other crew are allowed such items, especially those named Malcolm!
17. The organiser reserves the right to make changes to these rules at the start of the event, to preserve its unique spirit. Any changes will be communicated before the results are made final.
