The Centenary  ‘Lotsa Fun’ Run - Sunday 14th August

The weather did not look at all promising when Rob ‘Cadbury’ Brook turned up at my place one late August Sunday morning to transport us to the appointed start for the 2005 Fun Run.   We had won the event last year with Rob holding the pencils so this year we determined to repeat the success but with the roles reversed.   
Rob had recently acquired a shiny new toy with a Skoda Fabia Diesel RS badge on it and wanted to give it it’s competition debut on a gentle bumble through the Chilterns on a pleasant August day and had invited me to sample some of my own medicine in the passenger seat.   This was to reckon without Organiser Max’s testing schedule and the summer weather.  By the end of the event it was no longer so shiny and a regrettable amount of Buckinghamshire mud had defiled the nice new carpets – but Rob certainly had had the opportunity to test its agility and road-holding in the lanes as we battled to visit all the points within the allowed time.

Having carefully stowed all the necessary gear (maps, compass, rulers, pencils, X-Ray of my ribs – in case a search item starting with ‘X’ comes up again – a dozen Cokes for Rob, umbrella, jackets etc) we were faced with the problem of getting the volley-ball net poles, which are about 10 feet long, to the start in a car which is no more than 7 feet long in any direction.   Finally, we pushed them through the rear window opening, diagonally across the car so they protruded about 3 feet, put on a Sou’wester each and pretended we were off fishing.   We arrived at the start venue only about 15 minutes before the appointed ‘off’ to find worryingly few vehicles in the Pinkney’s Green car park and, more worrying still, no sign of an organizer.   
A quick look at the Regs and the calendar assured us that it was the right place, date and time so we set about waiting.   Sure enough, cars soon flooded in until there were assembled a mighty multitude of eight assorted vehicles but still no sign of Max.   The consternation in the ranks was slightly alleviated by the news from Pete Farmer that our intrepid organizer had forgotten to get all the route documents photocopied the day before and had been thrown when he found that the Staples (or was it Tesco?) copy center did not open until pretty late on Sundays.   His final arrival at the start coincided with a heavy rain shower so his pre-event briefing was thankfully short and we were all quickly able to retreat to our vehicles and start map-hunting.

The format of the event, for those who have not had the pleasure, comprises scrutinizing 16 black & white photocopies of photographs of signs, places, churches, tombstones and the like taken by Max in the preceding year or so and trying to decide the approximate location of the object or place from a study of the relevant OS map.  It is then necessary to visit this spot and to find the answer to an associated question which can generally be found – or not - within a few yards of the photographed object.   Depending on the obscurity of the photos and the fiendishness of the questions this can be a case of simply driving up, seeing the answer practically without getting out of the car and driving on or it can involve a half-hour search high and low in ever increasing circles from the focal point of the photo until passing locals become convinced you are surveying the place for an imminent new office development and rush off to protest to their parish council at the loss of more green belt land.   
Most of the questions finally yield to such determined investigation though, as the absence of any 100% answer-sheets testified, Max managed to make the competition testing enough to ensure a good spread of scores.   And if all this isn’t enough, you are issued with a ‘scavenge list’ at the start which involves finding a couple of dozen objects whose names begin with the letters of the alphabet which make up some name or sequence invented by Max for the purpose.   This serves the purpose of keeping you thinking as you drive between sites and produces some rare and interesting interpretations of the identities of common objects.

This year the range of places to be visited stretched from the Wakeman Road Car Park in Bourne End on the east of Map 175 to the now well-known Watlington Recycling Site at the extreme western edge of the same map.   There were even a couple of points not on the map at all but clever deduction – my dear Watson – enabled one to identify these spots also.   The weather improved markedly throughout the afternoon and, by the time the crews started arriving at the finish venue (White Mark Farm Caravan Site, owned by a former Chairman of MCAC, John Williams and his wife, Rosemary) it had tuned into a lovely sunny Sunday afternoon.   The barbeque was already well-alight and soon the smell of grilling hamburger and sausages (somebody forgot the giant prawns) was reminding competitors how long ago lunch had been.   There were a stalwart few who attempted to play volleyball, perhaps just to show appreciation to Malcolm who had completed the event with two 10 foot poles strapped to his roof rack, like the lance of some mediaeval knight, and had arrived without spearing anything on the way.   However the majority of the crowd simply enjoyed lounging around in the sun, eating the goodies ably cooked by the various Farmers and taking in the beautiful Chiltern views from this lovely spot, while the Red Kites wheeled and zoomed above us in the afternoon thermals.

The event provides an excellent afternoon of fun and adventure and it is only a shame that the hard work put in by the organizers is not rewarded with a bigger turn-out – but it was ever thus!   The results were calculated and announced during the barbeque and they are published on the MCAC web-site for those who need to know.   Rob and I managed to keep our reputations intact as champion fun-runners by one or two points and that means that we will have to be back next year to defend the title.   See you there!

Uxbridge Autoshow Autotests Report

After my first autotest where we turned up for a laugh in an abandoned Astra, this time I thought I’d do things right. The Pug had just returned from it’s 10 week holiday to Barbados so things were ideal. An entry was submitted to do the PCA at Uxbridge. Based on the previous year’s full entry, this I thought was the time to prove myself. 

A week before the event and there were still entries available. With the new format (National B in the morning, Production Car in the afternoon) I thought it would be a great opportunity to score some good points in the Middlesex Challenge if I could do both events. A couple of memo’s later, and I was told I could. (The tests differed)

Sunday arrived – to glorious sunshine. This may sound like paradise, but the dry conditions were going to make things awkward with dust being the feature of the day. 

First test went well, it was a fast test with no reversing - Ideal for the Pug, and the tripmeter recording 44 KPH as a maximum. This was a bit un-nerving with how close the spectator cars were parked, but we stayed well away from them. The only other runner in my class was John Roseblade with the 306 GTI-6. I think he was struggling, as the gearboxes in those are long, loosing vital lock on right hand bends. 

A good run on the identical test, was followed by 2 more good runs on each test. Nothing really to mention, except the dust was getting quite bad, and the maximum recorded was 48.

Looking at the results and I was very surprised to be doing quite well. I really couldn’t believe I was first in MCAC, having established a few seconds lead over Peter Cox in the special – but that was to change on the next tests…

Tests C&D were more complicated, having a number of reversing manoeuvres on both. The high back of the seats in the rallycar is a big disadvantage, not to mention the tinted windows. After a clean run on test 3, test 4 was a bit strange. Peter Cox decided to lose some weight from his special by removing his bonnet in the middle of the test. Then he ran over it. In all the confusion the marshal forgot to reset the watch. 
Fortunately he realised what had happened so we were able to calculate the time. On the second runs, I hit my first cone on test 4 (2nd run). This made me concentrate on test 3 (2nd run) and I went too slowly. So I had to make the final runs count. A good run on test 4 was a great start, but hitting a cone in reverse on test 3 was going to loose me time. With the dust was too bad, the organisors called time on the first event (The right thing to do) So had I held Peter off?

Well after a check of the results there were 4 tenths of a second in it – I had just managed to hold on. The advantage I’d gained on the first tests was just enough to take 1st in class, 1st in club and 1st novice.

But things are never simple. The club was to take their cars around the main arena. Starting the car up for the parade and the Exhaust decided to split in the middle. No time for repairs before the parade, just a very gentle run round was in order…
So onto the afternoon. A quick repair of the exhaust was completed and we started the first test. Because of the dust the organisers decided to count the best of two runs only. This took the pressure off – And I recorded 22 second tests for both runs on test A, and 22 seconds as my best on test B. This took the lead by 1 second over a rapid Nova entered in the smaller class. I think my passenger was enjoying the ride around, though I have to confess I didn’t listen to his directions.

And tests C&D – well, I had a bit of a disaster. Whilst the car was moving around well, it just refused to turn in on one of the hairpins of test D. The result – Use of reverse. Apparently this costs about 4 seconds, so I had it all to do on the final test, especially as the Nova was quicker than me on both tests. Well, it wasn’t to be my first victory. Whilst I improved my time on test D, I could only equal 31 seconds – 2 seconds slower than the Nova and another Peugeot in our class. Again, because of the dust, that was to be all the tests we managed in the day so the results were posted.

To continue the sport, even in the dusty conditions we had one final competition – who could run Test C the quickest. Does anyone know the winner?

Many thanks to the organisers – There were some difficult decisions to make, but I think you made the right ones. Thanks to the marshals for standing out in the dusty conditions, and in particular – thanks to all those who helped set the event up and take it down. It shows the club off at it’s best.

Good morning,
INFRINGEMENT NOTICE N3735700

Yesterday, I was presented with the above infringement notice (copy attached for your
records) while returning home from the Parachute music festival at Mystery Creek near
Hamilton over the long Auckland Anniversary weekend. 1had a most excellent
weekend, but that is not why I'm writing to you at this time. Unfortunately, there are a
couple of irregularities with the infringement notice that are causing me some
consternation and hopefully you can clear them up or, preferably, forget about the whole
thing entirely.

Firstly, the ‘date of offence’ is listed as the 23" of June 1974 with the time being at or
around half past six in the evening. This is of grave concern because I was not issued a
drivers license until sometime in 1990 and I have no desire to be charged with driving
while not legally licensed.

This is where is starts getting really strange. The car that I must have crawled into had
the same license plate as the one I have now - AEH924 (according to the infringement

This is clarified by the infringement notice which states that the vehicle was a Honda
saloon.
