Bomb-Along Blown Out By Developers
 
Middlesex County Automobile Club is sad to report the postponement of the Bomb-Along Stages Rally scheduled to be held at Oakington Airfield on the 10th September.
 
The venue has been earmarked for development for several years and has recently changed ownership. English Partnerships, with their development company, have terminated the lease for use of the airfield previously held by the local farmer.
 
The club chairman, Kathleen Dawson said, "This came as a complete bolt out of the blue. We have run popular and successful events on the Oakington site for the past 6 years. We knew that the site was due for redevelopment, but had understood that we were safe for this year at least. It seems a great shame, especially as the redevelopment is unlikely to have started by September as planning permission is yet to be granted. This is a loss to stage rallying in the South East."
 
The club is actively looking for a site suitable for a multi-use stage rally. The Bomb-Along Stages Rally has been held annually since 1995. In that period over £10,000 has been raised for local and national charities, primarily the Lynda Jackson Macmillan Centre  for Cancer Relief and Support.
