THE MIDDLESEX CHALLENGE - 2008
1. ANNOUNCEMENT

1.1
Middlesex County Automobile Club Ltd will promote a multi-disciplined motor sport challenge during each calendar year comprising a selected series of events, themselves promoted and organized by MCAC Ltd where possible, with the aim of finding the best all-round competitor in the Club.

2. JURISDICTION

2.1
All events within the Challenge will be run under the General Regulations of The Motor Sport Association appropriate for the type of event.

2.1
These Challenge Regulations will have no bearing on the running of the individual events and shall be used only for determining Challenge scores.

3.
AUTHORIZATION

3.1
MSA Championship Permit Number – not applicable - exempt.

4.
ELIGIBILITY

4.1
Only duly elected, fully paid-up members of MCAC Ltd will be able to score points in the Challenge and be eligible for awards at the end of the season.

4.2
Non-members who participate in one or more Challenge events and subsequently join MCAC, may count a maximum of TWO results obtained before their election to the Club towards their final Challenge score.

4.3
All Club members are automatically entered in the Challenge and points will be awarded automatically by the Challenge Co-ordinator.

4.4
There are no entry forms required and no need to claim points, except that persons wishing to have scores counted from events prior to their election must inform the Challenge Co-ordinator.

5. CLASSES

5.1
There will be one class within the Challenge:

5.2
A ‘Newcomer’ is defined as a Club member who has never competed on an event under MSA jurisdiction, except as a passenger on PCTs or similar, until their first event in the current year's Challenge.

6.
SCORING

6.1
Points are scored by eligible contestants as individuals irrespective of whether they are drivers, co-drivers or navigators. Thus a crew does not have to compete together in all events and a contestant can score points from any of the three categories towards the same total.

6.2
In each event, points will be awarded to all Challenge competitors on the basis of their performance compared to the winner of their class, irrespective of the class winner's club affiliation. Challenge points will be calculated using the actual scores (i.e. stage times, points total or total time etc.). This will be used to provide a percentage of performance for the class winner. EXAMPLE: In an autotest, a class winner has a time of 14 minutes 10 seconds, which would score 100%. Second place has a time of 15 minutes 30 seconds, which would score 850/930 x 100/1= 91.40%.

6.3 If the Club organizes/promotes up to eight events throughout the year, only the best FIVE scores gained will count towards the final placings. If the Club organizes/promotes more than eight then THREE events will not be counted (i.e. 6 out of 9 or 7 out of 10 etc. will count).

6.4
Only the best 2 special stage rallies will be counted in the total.

6.5
On Scatter events only the driver and main navigator will score points.

6.6
On Production Car Trials or Production Car Autotests only the driver will score points.

6.7
The Challenge Co-ordinator will calculate and publish scores after each round.

7.
AWARDS

7.1
Awards will be presented as follows:


The winner of The Middlesex Challenge will receive THE MIDDLESEX CHALLENGE SHIELD, a trophy presented to the Club by Justin Dale and his family in memory of his late grandfather, John Dale, together with a miniature for retention.


Runner-up – A perpetual award


Third Overall – A perpetual award


Best Lady Competitor – A perpetual award


Best Newcomer – A perpetual award

7.2 No member may win more than one award.

7.3
All awards will be presented at the Club's Annual Dinner and Awards Presentation, held annually in late January/early February.

7.4
To be eligible for an award, the contestant MUST have marshalled or officiated on at least ONE event of that year's Challenge series.
